PUBLIC COMMENT

Shirley Johnson, San Francisco Bicycle Coalition (SFBC), said the SFBC is overjoyed the
Bombardier consists will have three bike cars. She said until then everyone needs to
work with what there is and conductors need to stop denying bike boardings even
though there is space.

BIKES ONBOARD PRESENTATION
Ms. Johnson said:

Project was started in 2008 and is sponsored by the SFBC.
History of bikes on Calfrain:
o In 1992 only eight bikes were allowed on trains.
o In 2002, 32 bikes were allowed on gallery bike cars, but only 16 bikes on
new Bombardier cars; trains have either one or two bike cars.
o In 2009, 40 bikes were allowed on Gallery bike cars and 24 bikes allowed
on Bombardier cars; all Bombardier trains upgraded to two bike cars.
o In2011 all Gallery trains upgraded to two bike cars.
o Fall 2015 all Bombardier trains to be upgraded to three bike cars.

Mark Simon, Executive Officer, Public Affairs, said he is not sure if the upgrade will
happen in the fall.

There tends to be more bumps in warmer weather.
Average increase in ridership in 2008 for bikes was 17.1 percent.
Electrification is scheduled for 2021, when more than 20 percent of passengers
are projected to bring a bike onboard.
Benefits of 20 percent capacity:
o Promotes mode shift from driving to biking
» Reduces need for new parking facilities
» Reduces traffic congestion
= Lowers fossil fuel consumption
» Reduces carbon emissions and pollution
= |Improves public health
o Costsless than other station access modes
o Increases ridership and revenue
Priorities for bikes onboard electrified trains:
o No charge for bikes
o Seatsreserved for cyclists within sight of bikes
o Consistent bicycle capacity in every car
o Both bike wheels on the floor (no vertical storage)
Caltrain’s bike onboard service has many benefits.
Bicycle bumps are an ongoing problem.
Projections show over 20 percent of passengers may bring a bike onboard
electrified tfrains.

Amitabha Banerjee said he is happy with the projected 20 percent increase in bike
capacity, but asked if there are any other transit agencies throughout the world that
could help justify this 20 percent. Ms. Johnson said Caltrain is a leader and allows the

most bikes on compared to any other transit agency in the country. Mr. Simon agreed
that Caltrain does carry the most bikes in the country.

Mr. Brinsfield said if the parking and storage is robust enough the onboard number
could drop. He asked what the impact in costs is if design is 25 percent and boarding
of bikes is only 15 percent or vice versa.

Chair Turner asked about options of removable seats depending on demand.

Mr. Simon said because Caltrain is carrying more bikes than anyone has ever done in a
heavily regulated industry, staff will be asking the Federal Railroad Administration (FRA)
if it is okay to have three bike cars. The entire capacity could raise issues because no
one has ever done it before.

Ms. Johnson said Caltrain did an online survey on bike parking and only 15 percent said
they brought their bikes onboard because of no safe parking places, but if there is
better bike parking it can help reduce the bike boardings. Ms. Johnson said a
theoretical assumption maximum was 40 percent bike capacity.

Mr. Brinsfield said a strategic decision by Caltrain on focusing its dollars may be bike
wayside parking or bike sharing, such as what is done in Holland. Ms. Johnson said in
Holland they have made it harder to drive from point “A” to point “B.”

Mr. Simon said Ms. Johnson has done an astounding job for advocacy and the level of
engagement Ms. Johnson has done is successful. He said the political realities today
are not status quo. Sebastian Petty, Senior Planner, has spent a large amount of time
on bike access parking. Mr. Simon said this is the type of advocacy staff could use
from the BAC and Ms. Johnson.

Ms. Johnson said for now bikes onboard is the answer, but there is hope with better
wayside parking and storage this could improve.

BICYCLE ACCESS AND PARKING PLAN (BAPP) - RECOMMENDATIONS - DRAFT FISCAL
YEAR 2016 CAPITAL BUDGET SUBMITTAL LIST - Sebastian Petty

Mr. Petty said staff received a Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD)
grant for lockers at Redwood City. He is now preparing to submit projects for the
Peninsula Corridor Joint Powers Board (JPB) Fiscal Year 2016 Capital Budget where
funding was obtained to help offset project costs. He said the total amount for projects
he is submitting is about $1 million with about $800,000 coming from discretionary
funding and $200,000 from JPB.

Catherine Young asked about the California State Department of Transportation
(Caltrans) grant application for bike parking and how it applies to the BAPP. Mr. Petty
said there are different elements, but one is how customers can be better served with
bike parking and what their needs are.

Ms. Young said the SFBC sent a letter of support to Caltrans on the grant and hope they
can be involved.

Chair Turner thanked Mr. Petty for his work on this project and said it is great to see
some of these projects hopefully moving forward.

AD HOC COMMITTEE REPORTS

Bike Bump Reporting - Dan Provence

Mr. Banerjee said since the last meeting staff has posted the form and testing has
begun. He said there is a glitch with the Twitter feed and staff is trying to fix it. Once
the glitch is fixed the form will be available to Caltrain customers. Mr. Banerjee said a
line has been added for people to report how many people are being bumped
besides the person reporting the bump.

Mr. Brinsfield asked how difficult is it going to be to make changes to the form and how
is the data accessed or analyzed as feedback is received. Tasha Bartholomew,
Community Relations Officer, said Jeremy Lipps, Social Media Officer, can make the
change pretty quickly.

Steve Vanderlip asked if there is information on the website on how to use the form.
Ms. Bartholomew said Mr. Lipps will send a Twitter feed about the form and staff will ask
the SFBC and Silicon Valley Bicycle Coalition (SVBC) to share the form.

Public Comment

Shirley Johnson, SFBC, said the SFBC would totally support this form, but will not share the
form untfil it is totally ready to go with no issues. She would recommend having a drop-
down box with the number of bumps they are reporting. Ms. Johnson said when
people see value in the information on the website it will be very popular.

STAFF REPORT - Tasha Bartholomew
Ms. Bartholomew reported:

e Jesse Quirion submitted his letter of resignation due to his new responsibilities with
the city of Menlo Park. The public agency member positions are hard to fill and
she will be doing some outreach to the cities.

o Staff will start planning for the second bike video later in January.

This year the Holiday Train collected more than 3,000 toys.

e Follow-up report:

o Improvements at 22nd Street — upgrades to public address system and
installation of visual messaging signs have been completed.

o Bike parking at Central — spoke to manager of security and there has
always been arule to not allow bikes in the building, but it wasn’t being
enforced and now it is being enforced.

WRITTEN CORRESPONDENCE
Chair Turner said it was nice to read the correspondence packet and all the letters
thanking Caltrain for adding the third bike car.

Ms. Young shared a letter from Bike San Mateo County, SFBC and SVBC on
recommendations for Caltrain’s bikes onboard.

COMMITTEE REQUESTS

Ed Saum said he will follow up with Seamus Murphy, Director, Government and
Community Affairs, and report back at the next meeting regarding bikes in the building.
He said with the new cars it may cause tweaks to the schedule and he would like to be
involved with the schedule changes.

Chair Turner said he will contact April Maguigad, Manager, Rail Operations, to discuss
any upcoming schedule changes.

Dan Provence said he would like to learn more about electronic lockers, how they work
and the pricing structure. He said maybe the first 10 hours could be free for people to
try and get bikes off the train.

Ms. Young said Mr. Simon mentioned the timing for the new cars is up in the air, but
would like to receive an update on timeline and refurbishment of the cars.

Mr. Brinsfield said he would like a summary of the bike comments received and
responses on the final Environmental Impact Report.

Mr. Vanderlip asked if a study could be done on the costs of the first and last mile to
transit. Mr. Petty said he has submitted a Federal Transit Administration Station
Management Grant and this could be looked at along with transit-oriented
developments. If staff gets the grant it will be a two-year project and it is a project staff
knows it needs to be done.

Mr. Vanderlip thanked Chair Turner for his duties as chair this past year.

2015 Work Plan

Purpose

The purpose of the Committee is to facilitate dialogue between Caltrain and its current and future
customers who use bicycles as their primary mode of access to the Caltrain rail line. This Committee will
provide a formal venue for the interests and perspectives of bicyclists to be fully integrated into Caltrain
decision-making processes, particularly with respect to:

e New ideas related to the needs of bicyclists on Caltrain
* Proposed investments and pilot programs

e Operating procedures

e (Caltrain communications

The Committee shall be advisory in nature, and actions taken shall be brought to the Peninsula Corridor
Joint Powers Board by Caltrain staff, when appropriate. Although the Committee was not created by a
legislative body, it has been created as a venue that is open to the public and shall follow the Ralph M.
Brown Act to ensure transparency and consistency with the Joint Powers Board and other Caltrain
committees.

Function

The function of the Committee is to promote and advance overall communication between Caltrain and
members of the bicycling community, and to explore the realm of needs bicycle riders have with respect
to utilizing current and future Caltrain services, while taking into account the needs of all Caltrain
customers.

e Helps to educate the community-at-large, as well as other bicyclists, and serve as a
communication conduit to ensure broad feedback on Caltrain initiatives related to bicycles.

e Provides a connection to regional and local bicycle related planning processes between bicycle
community stakeholders, the public and public agencies.
